Tickets: Performers are free for the show(s) they are in but must get “checked in” at the Dancer’s
Entrance. BACK STAGE DOORS ARE NOT USED! General Admission tickets will be
$10.00 ($7.50 + $2.50 WA Center fee) and will be sold ONLY at the box office and
online at www.washingtoncenter.org. Sales will begin in May. They will also be
available at Dress Rehearsal and at the door prior to each performance. To order by
phone or for info, call the box office at (360) 753-8586. Our very popular Preferred
Seating Reserved Section on the 1t balcony will be $16.00 ($13.50 + $2.50 WA
Center fee). These tickets will go on sale in May in APPLAUSE DANCEWEAR.

DVD/Videos: Video rights have been contracted to Spiritborne Productions and DVD/videos will be
sold through Applause Dancewear. NO HOME VIDEOS OF PERFORMANCES
PLEASE. You are welcome to bring your video camera to Dress Rehearsal. No flash
photos, please!

Photos: Yuen Lui Photography will be doing photos Sunday, June 12t at Debbi’s Dance,
Etc. An exact time schedule will be posted on the Recital Wall in the studio hallway.
Times cannot be changed to accommodate any one student. Sorry! Look for additional
order envelopes at the front desk. Payment can be in the form of checks (to Yuen
Lui, not Debbi’s Dance) or exact cash. They do not accept debit or credit cards.
Please NO PHOTOS in the dressing rooms at any time—dancers are undressed in the
background!

Costumes: As costumes arrive, teachers will let students know in class that parents can sign for and
pick them up at the desk. Parents are also welcome to inquire at the front desk. June
tuition needs to be settled before costumes are released. Instructions are included inside
each costume bag about tights, straps, etc. If you do NOT have instructions, just ask
your teacher to give you a set. PARENTS: Please supervise costumes and don’t let them
be used for anything (talent shows, etc) until AFTER the recitals! (To any past due
accounts or students NOT doing the show: All costumes can be picked up at the studio
the first week of summer session.)

Viewing: We have rented the “Black Box” part of the Performing Arts Center for the Girls’
Dressing Room and waiting area for dancers. (There will be a separate BOYS’ dressing
area downstairs.) There will be a video screen so the kids can watch the show in
progress. If you dance in the 15t half, you will be held in the Black Box until
intermission.* First half dancers will go into the theater during intermission when
2nd half dancers report to the Black Box area. Please sit with your class! 2rd half
dancers will come onstage for the Finale from the wings. 1st half dancers will come from
the audience. The first 3 rows of the theater are reserved for dancers.

*Recital Future Stars classes will have a “class mom” to take them to watch right after they dance.
Parents: If you want to pick up your dancer to sit with you in general admission after they have
performed, you are welcome to do so. Just be sure to bring them back to the Black Box or the 15t 3
rows prior to the Finale so they can dance with their teachers!

Finale: We will rehearse the Finale in June. Everyone joins the Staff onstage at the end of the
show for this special number & receives a recital souvenir. At dress rehearsal we
practice this FIRST so you can leave after your class practices! This is our 35t Spring
Review and we anticipate a Great Show!
